Here you will have lunch (on your own) at the Balk Café featuring a 
spectacular ceiling sculpture by renowned glass artist Dale Chihuly, followed by a 45 
minute narrated tram tour (weather permitting) of the Sculpture Park. You will have 
additional time to view more of the inside and outside gardens before boarding the 
coaches to return to GLAMARAMA for the First Timers Orientation & Chapter Fair.
